Mangaluru: In a bid to resolve

traffic congestionon thebusy Pan-

deshwar-Mangaladevi road, the
Mangaluru City - Corporation
(MCC) will be seeking the support
of the National Institute of Tech-
nology Karnataka (NITK) to con-
duct a feasibility study. The study
will explore the possibility of
constructing a railway underbrid-
ge (RUB) across the railway line at
Pandeshwar, which has beenama-
jor cause of concern for the people
of Mangaluru.

The level crossing at Pandesh-
war turns intoamajor trafficbottle-
neck in the city; asmore than 25 pas-
senger trains travel to Bunder for
stabling daily. Once the construc-
tionof thetwinRUBacrossthelevel
crossing at Mahakalipadpu and the
four-lane road from Jappinamoga-
ru to the city being taken up by the

presentatives have been deman-
ding the Palakkad division of the
Southern Railway alleviate the da-
ily traffic woes of thousands of
commuters at Pandeshwar. Daks-
hina Kannada MP Brijesh Chow-
ta, who took up the matter with the
Southern Railway officials, direc-
ted the MCC to write to the NITK
and conduct a study. “Letus prepa-
re a plan to construct RUB at Pan-
deshwar through the NITK and
send the same to the Southern Ra-
ilway. The MCC should seek a com-
prehensive report to address the
issue, from the NITK,” the MP said
at a district development coordi-

nation and monitoring committee
(DISHA) meetingon Friday.
